Description :

This introductory course aims to give the student an understanding of the basic principles of sociology as an 
academic discipline and provide an analytical perspective of society and everyday life through sociological theories. 

It is a practical as 
well as theoretical study which includes such subjects as culture, values, norms, social stratification, social problems, 
race and ethnicity, conformity, deviance, urban living, social change, and social movements

It 
also touches on the role of civic society organizations, charities as well as NGOs in creating and maintaining social 
equilibrium and tranquility.
